— Evangelist
Steve Hills
talks to Heart
and Soul

Evangelist Steve Hills
came to Wales recently to
lead meetings at the
Convention Hall in
Penygroes. There was a
real air of expectancy in
the area as many prayed
that God would once again
touch West Wales.

Just before leaving the
USA for Wales Steve Hills
talked to Kevin Johns for
the 'Heart and Soul' Radio
program sharing his
experiences of revival and
his Heart for Wales.

Steve, God is really moving
across the world and you've been
privileged to see the Lord move
in amazing ways.

It's really been a privilege to be
part of two major revivals, one,
the Argentine Revival, my wife
and I lived in Argentina for 7
years, right in the height of the
move of God. Millions saved
there through the different
ministries working across the
nation.

After that we went back to the
US and were involved in the
Brownsville Revival. I preached
there non stop for 5 years and
we saw 4 million come through
that church.

So when people talk to me about
revival and what God can do I'm
an optimist, because I'm seen so
much, I've seen Him move. We
all know the history of Wales and
what God has done there, we all
need to be expecting great and
mighty things

from the Lord.

You've seen Jesus touch
countless lives and have
witnessed the Lord touch
thousands in single meetings.
Yet when God touches just one
life, it's just as miraculous and
that what your first experience
with the Lord. Just you and Him

You know when people ask me
about Jesus and they say,' why
do you believe'? It's because I've
had a personal encounter with
Him. I was a drug addict, an
alcoholic, I lived on the streets.
My body was racked by drugs
and this had gone on for a
decade. A Lutheran Minister
talked to me about Jesus and led
me to the Lord.

I had a 'Saul of Tarsus'
encounter with God. He totally
changed my life, and that's why
when I see people who are down
and out I know that God can do
anything.

Since September 11th the world
has been very fearful. The recent
troubles between India and
Pakistan over Kashmir and the
threat of war there has added to
people’'s worries. What do say to
those who are very worried by
these world events?

You know Jesus said that there
would be 'wars and rumors of
wars'. But they aren't just
rumors! There is so much unrest
in the world today. A Christian,
one who knows the Lord, has
true peace. There's a difference
between talking about peace and
having peace. It's like being in
an ocean, there's going to be a
storm. There's going to be 30 ft
waves above the water engulfing
ships. However, below the water,




if you go deep down into the
ocean, there'll be little fish
swimming around and life goes
on as usual.

We can be in a storm with
torment all over the world, but a
Christian is deep in God, he has
the peace of God. That's what
keeps me going. We are living in
very dangerous times. Here in
America, here in Dallas we've
had businesses closed down
because they are funding the Al
Qaeda.

These are dangerous times but
every Christian has true peace.

Steve, less than a mile from
where I'm sitting is the church
where revival broke out in 1904.
Locals tell the story of how when
coal miners went down the pits
the day after they found Christ
that even the 'pit ponies’ didn't
recognize these' new creations’.

After the miners were saved they
wouldn't curse or swear. The
ponies didn't understand
instructions without expletives!

How does a nation that was so
blessed by God turn so far away
from Him? Wales, a Christian
country in name only!

I can compare Wales and the
United States. My nation has
seen revival also but we've fallen
away from God. However the
tide is rising here in the United
States, I see revival breaking out
across this nation.

I visit the old landmarks, The
Psalmist says in Psalm 77 v 11,
I will remember the deeds of
the Lord; yes, I will
remember your miracles of
long ago.' I want to encourage
the Welsh people to remember
what God has done and He will
do it again.

He can do what he did again and
do more. I am one who is
constantly reminding God of his
wonders, his signs and what he's
done in the past. I say Jesus,
'You're the same yesterday,

today and forever do it again in
Wales. Let Wales lead the world
in revival, save this nation Lord,
set it on fire for you in Jesus
name, Amen. That's the way
we're speaking into the
Heavenlies for America also.

Glamorous stars who wear
crosses as fashion accessories
have come under attack from the
Vatican.

Model Naomi Campbell, Friends
star Jennifer Aniston and actress
Catherine Zeta Jones were all
criticized for turning jewel-
encrusted crosses into "the
mania of the moment".

The comments came from a
Vatican news agency, which said
that the crucifix was a sacred
symbol and described the fashion
as "incomprehensible".

"Crosses glitter around the necks
of television show-women,
leading models and actresses,"
the editorial said.

"Jennifer Aniston, star of the
American TV series Friends and
wife of Brad Pitt, wears a cross
of platinum and diamonds.

"Fashion model Naomi Campbell
has a collection of enormous,
jewel studded crosses. Italian
fashion stylist Giuliana Cella has
more than four hundred of them.

"Actress Catherine Zeta Jones
exhibits a cross of gold and
diamonds. This mania is
incomprehensible," it said.

Other stars including David and
Victoria Beckham, Cher, Liz
Hurley and Jennifer Lopez are
often seen with sparkling
crucifixes around their necks.

'Sacred symbol’

David Beckham, Elton John, Elle
Macpherson and Claudia Schiffer
are reported to wear Theo
Fennell crosses worth about
£20,000. The Vatican agency,
Fides, questioned whether it was
right to spend so much on a copy
of the sacred symbol of the
Christian faith.

Now, one must accept that that
it's pretty unlikely that these
celebrities wear crosses for any
reason other than a fashion
statement. However, for many
the Pope’s criticisms seem a little
hypocritical when you consider
the splendid ‘religious items that
are to be seen in many of the
world’s Catholic churches.

Whilst many of the Catholic
Church’s missions in what is
termed the ‘Third world” would
be simple, the big town and city
churches of Spain, Italy,
America, and Ireland for example
would be filled with expensive
religious symbols.

In fact it’s not uncommon to
walk past beggars and enter in
some of Spain’s grandest
churches through doors made of
gold. Inside you’'ll find a variety
of candlesticks and artifacts
which if sold could probably help
pay off much of the national debt
of some small nations.

God never appears as an image.
I Deuteronomy 4 15/16 we read,
'You saw no form of any kind
the day the Lord spoke to you
at Horeb out of the fire.
Therefore watch yourselves
very carefully, so that you do
not become corrupt and make
for yourselves an idol, an

image of any shape whether
formed like a man or a
woman.’

The Pope is right; there is
something obscene about a piece
of jewellery shaped like a cross
with a value of £20,000. How
many dying children could be
saved for the same amount?
However. Equally obscene is a
church full of large gold crosses,
wine goblets turning churches
into tourist attractions rather
than a place of worship, prayer
and witness to the truth of the
Gospel. In Isaiah Chapter 1 we
read,

The multitude of your
sacrifices- what are they to
me?" says the Lord. "I have
more than enough of burnt
offerings, of rams and the fat
of fattened animals; I have
no pleasure in the blood of
bulls and lambs and goats. ?
When you come to appear
before me, who has asked
this of you, this trampling of
my courts? 13 Stop bringing
meaningless offerings! Your
incense is detestable to me.
New Moons, Sabbaths and
convocations- I cannot bear
your evil assemblies. 1* Your
New Moon festivals and your
appointed feasts my soul
hates. They have become a
burden to me; I am weary of
bearing them. '®> When you
spread out your hands in
prayer, I will hide my eyes
from you; even if you offer
many prayers, I will not
listen. Your hands are full of
blood; ¢ wash and make
yourselves clean. Take your
evil deeds out of my sight!
Stop doing wrong, 7 learn to
do right! Seek justice,
encourage the oppressed. 'Y
Defend the cause of the
fatherless, plead the case of
the widow.

18 "come now, let us reason
together," says the Lord.
"Though your sins are like
scarlet, they shall be as white
as snow; though they are red
as crimson, they shall be like
wool. *° If you are willing and




obedient, you will eat the
best from the land; ?° but if
you resist and rebel, you will
be devoured by the sword."
For the mouth of the Lord has
spoken.

The voice of the pope is a very
loud and influential one! If he
feels that a comment needs to
be made on the choice of
jewellery worn by the world’s
celebrities then maybe he need
to speak out on the number of
influential personalities that
adorn themselves with occult
symbols for the sake of
‘trendsetting’.

X> Are these familiar
symbols?

The Pentagram or five
pointed star:

A standard symbol for witches,
freemasons, and many other
pagan or occult groups. To
witches, it represents the four
basic elements (wind, water,
earth and fire) plus a pantheistic
spiritual being such as Gaia or
Mother Earth. The pentagram is
also "used for protection. To
banish energy, or to bring it to
you, depending on how it's
drawn," wrote a Wiccan visitor.

PENTAGRAM, INVERTED:

The horned god too many
contemporary witches, it
represents Satanism when inside
a circle -- and when a goat head
is superimposed on the inverted
pentagram.

Both the above are very popular
fashion accessories.

YIN YANG:

A Chinese Tao picture of
universal harmony and the unity
between all opposites:
light/dark, male/female, etc. Yin
is the dark, passive, negative
female principle. Yang is the
light, active, positive principle.
Since it represent monism (all is
one) and pantheism (all is God),
it opposes Christianity, which
shows us that there is only one
God (monotheism), and only in
Christ can we be one. This
picture the yin yang on a ring
and earrings illustrates its
popularity. It fits the consensus
process, the vision of global
unity, and the blending of

opposing energies at the heart of

holistic health.

These symbols when worn as
fashion jewellery may not be
designed as the £20,000 Theo
Fennell crosses (of which I do
not approve) but bring glory to
the evil one and need equal
condemnation from religious
leaders.

The Bible is clear! No engaging
in witchcraft (appealing to any
supernatural power or spirit
other than God), and that
includes wearing its symbols).

The truth is that the wearing of
any symbol however sacred to
the Christian Church will not
save you.

Jesus said, 'I tell you the
truth, no one can see the
Kingdom of God unless he is
born again. John 3:3.

We are all sinners, ‘For all
have sinned and come short
of the Glory of God.” Romans
3.23.

HOWEVER.

'But God demonstrates his
own love for us in this: While
we were still sinners, Christ
died for us’. Romans 5:8

Worship, true worship
doesn’t need any symbols,
large or small. The Bible tells
us what God requires from us
in worship. ‘Therefore, I urge
you brothers, in view of God’s
mercy, to offer your bodies as
living sacrifices, hold and
pleasing to God - this is your
spiritual act of worship.’
Romans 12:1
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
